


 
Future Plans:  
Projects are being considered to measure other similar ana-
lytes in these SRMs.   Other flame retardants such as hexa-
bromocyclododecane (HBCD) are now being used at 
higher rates as a replacement for PBDEs in some parts of 
the world.  Therefore, there is interest in the determination 
of the concentrations of HBCD in environmental samples.  
We have already begun method development for the sepa-
ration and detection of HBCD isomers in environmental 
samples making use of liquid chromatography and tandem 
mass spectrometry.  Additionally, evidence suggests that 
PBDEs may be metabolized by some organisms to hy-
droxylated and methoxylated derivatives.  Selected meth-
oxylated PBDEs (MeOBDEs) have been quantified in ma-
rine mammal blubber and cod liver oil SRMs.   
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
